About the Programme
	This is a post-graduate research programme with the purpose of providing specialised training in any field of leadership in the Christian ministry, professional pastoral training, theological research and teaching.

The curriculum consists of study in eight (8) courses and individual research, resulting in a thesis. Five areas of concentration are from the candidate’s field and two from another field chosen by the candidate. “Doing Theologies in Asia” is a required course for all candidates. As for the new curriculum, the students can concentrate on any one of the following fields of study:

The questions will be set by the advisor in consultation with others involved in the student’s program of study with the approval of the Assistant Director of Postgraduate Studies (MTh).

Duration
	1.
	A maximum of two years is allowed for full-time students and a maximum of four years is allowed for part-time students for completion of all work for the MTheol degree programme. 
For full-time study, the study in the area of concentration will take one academic year, and the balance for individual research and writing. This does not include work on prerequisites, or time required for reading the thesis.

	2.
	Full-time or part-time students may apply for a one year extension of their course.
 



Admission Requirements
1. Applicants for enrolment to the MTh must hold a basic theological degree or its equivalent. 

2. Normally applicants should have two or more years of ministerial experience. 

3. Applicants must possess a GPA of 3.0 and above. 

4. Applicants must also pass an entrance examination.  

5. English medium applicants must possess English language competency: TOEFL – 550 (Computer-based, 213); IELTS – 6.5 
6. Chinese medium applicants must possess English language competency: TOEFL – 450 (Computer-based, 133); IELTS – 4.0

Entrance Examinations

The applicants must demonstrate their potential for graduate theological study and their competence in the basic disciplines at the first degree level by passing written examinations lasting a minimum of three hours. These examinations are set by the Area Committee:

1. Not more than half the examination may be replaced by papers in this matter; that is, if six disciplines are examined, no more than three may be replaced by papers.

2. The Area Committee shall specify the topics for the papers.

3. The length of each paper shall be 8-12 pages, sized A4 in double-spaced typescript or 12-15 pages, sized A4 long-hand.
4. The papers must reflect knowledge of the mechanics of paper writing (e.g. the use of footnotes, bibliography, etc) as well as the ability to research and organize material.

5. The candidates shall be given a maximum of two weeks to write each paper (that is, if they elect to write three they will be given a maximum of six weeks to complete them). The papers must all be submitted by the applicants at the time they sit for the entrance examination.

The entrance examination, including the papers, may be written in English or the language of instruction where the candidates plan to study, at the discretion of the Area Committee. Applicants must pass all the written examinations in one sitting.

Submission Procedures
	Please ensure that the following are sent together with your application form:

	1. One recent passport-size photograph. 

2. One copy of official transcript of grades in applicant’s previous post-secondary school studies (i.e. college, university and/or theological college). 

3. One copy of Certificate of English language competency (TOEFL/IELTS). 

4. An up-to-date medical report, including chest X-ray report (applicable only for full-time studies).
5. Statement of intention of 300-400 words stating your purpose in seeking entrance to Seminari Theoloji Malaysia. 

6. A study proposal for the intended research of not less than 2500 words. 

7. Application fee: RM150 or US$30.
8. International students will need to provide a proof of funding in the form of bank draft amounting to RM21,000 or US$6,000.


Letters of Recommendation
Two Letters of Recommendation
The recommendations should be provided by someone who knows you well and able to provide all the required information.

The first recommendation letter shall be from the Principal or a faculty member of the seminary in which the applicant graduated. It should provide information on the applicant’s academic standard, achievement and ability to pursue MTh programme. 

The second recommendation letter shall be from a senior official (Bishop, Moderator, President, etc) of the applicant’s denomination or church. It should provide information on the applicant’s personality, character, strength etc.
