We will begin with a moral philosophical 
approach, analyzing the various 
approaches adopted by different people 
on how to make ethical decisions and 
evaluating them.  This will include 
dealing with various religious ethical 
traditions that are relevant to our 
society.   

We will then go on to study how we can 
develop a Christian ethics based on 
God’s revelation.  Some important 
issues in Christian ethics will also be 
examined.   

There will also be discussion on some 
ethical issues based on the book Mere 
Morality. 
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
