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For the last two months | have been invited to a few
churches to share on the calling to fulltime ministry,
especially into pastoral ministry. This has led me to reflect
on the words of Jesus Christ in Matthew 9:35-38: “Jesus
went through all the towns and villages, teaching in their
synagogues, preaching the good news of the kingdom
and healing every disease and sickness. When he saw
the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they
were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a
shepherd. Then he said to his disciples, ‘The harvest is
plentiful but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the
harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest
field'.”

I would like to share with you some thoughts on this
passage.

e Jesus was involved in active ministry of various
kinds (9:35);

e Compassion, which means “to suffer with”, was the
key to Jesus’ motivation (9:36);

e Jesus saw the desperate spiritual need of the
E)éaggl)e, who were “like sheep without a shepherd”

e Jesus wanted the disciples to share his vision and
burden (9:37-38);

e The imagery of the harvest reminds us of the
urgency of the task (9:37);

e Jesus subsequently called the disciples and sent
them on a mission (10:1-11:1).

While we understand that all followers of Jesus Christ are
partners in sharing the Good News, God calls some of us
to devote our lives totally to the ministry. Some are called
and gifted to be apostles, prophets, evangelists and
pastor-teachers to equip the saints for the work of
ministry, for the building up of the body of Christ (Eph
4:11-16). These gifted servants of God must also pursue
Christ-like character (Titus 1:5-9; 1 Tim 3:1-7).

As a seminary for the training of pastors and church
workers, we seek to recruit candidates with suitable
qualities for this challenging and sacrificial vocation of
fulltime pastoral ministry. Are you one such candidate?
You may be interested to consider these preliminary
questions (cf. ELCA):

¢ Are you thinking about your calling?

¢ Have you ever thought of making a difference in
the world?

¢ Are you passionate about the wellbeing of people
and society?

¢ Are you a natural leader?
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Do you find yourself having
these characteristics?
